TRIiO Programs were developed by Congress to help low income, first generation
students overcome class, social, and cultural barriers to higher education.
These Programs are funded under Title VI of the Higher Education Act of 1965
and are implemented all across the county. Currently, there are over 2,700 TRiO
Programs that serve approximately 877,000 low-income Americans.

What is DCCES?

The District of Columbia Consolidation for Educational Services (DCCES) is a
cluster of TRIO Programs located in Washington, DC. DCCES is a part of the
Mideastern Association of Educational Opportunity Program Personnel
(MEAEOPP). Other states represented within MEAEOPP are: Delaware, the
District of Columbia, Maryland, Pennsylvania, Virginia, and West Virginia.

The purpose of DCCES is to coordinate local efforts and improve the quality of
educational services for academically, culturally, and economically
disadvantaged youth and adults in the District of Columbia and Metropolitan

area.

The Higher Education Amendments of 1972 added this fourth
program to the TRiO group.

Ronald E. McNair Post-Baccalaureate Achievement
Program

This program is designed to prepare participants for doctoral
studies through involvement in research and other scholarly
activities.

Student Support Services

This program was authorized by the higher Educational
Amendment s in 1988 and became the third TRiO program.

Talent Search

This second outreach program was created as part of the
Higher Education Act of 1965.

Upward Bound

This program emerged out of the Economic Opportunity Act of
1964 in response to the War on Poverty Act.

Upward Bound Math & Science

This program was created in 1990 to address the nations need
for specific instruction in the fields of math and science.

An Educational Opportunity Center Success Story:

Melvin Brock

Melvin Brock currently holds the position of Senior
Educational Counselor for The College Board’s
Educational Opportunity Center located in Washington,
DC. Melvin’s strong passion for his work definitely has a
story behind it.

By the time Melvin reached high school, he had seen
many things that inspired him to strive for a better life.
The men in Melvin’s community were in and out of prison and drug use
was rampant not only in the community, but, in the schools. It was in that
environment when Melvin decided that education could be his salvation.

Melvin’s mother did not have a college degree; but, she knew the
importance of education and continuously expressed its significance. As
wonderful as she was, there were some things his mother could not give
him since she had not been through the college planning process herself.
To help with the details and on the advice of Melvin’s guidance counselor
at Spingarn Senior High School, he began to meet with a counselor from a
Talent Search program. Her name was Lynn Spearman.

The year was 1975 and the program was called Project Open. In a few
years it would become the Educational Opportunity Center, but in 1975 it
was Project Open, located on 14" Street NW in Washington DC. It was
through Melvin’s work with Ms. Spearman that he began to focus on his
career goals, learn how the financial aid process works, and most
importantly, grow in self esteem. Ms. Spearman made Melvin “believe”
that he could be and would be a successful college student.

It’s been over thirty years since their meetings and Melvin looks back on
that time fondly. It helped lay the foundation for a career that has allowed
him to assume several professional roles. Melvin has been a Radiology
Special Procedures Assistant, an Art Therapist, a college administrator at
George Washington University, and of course, an EOC Counselor-his
current position.

Melvin had no idea thirty years ago that he would one day find a home in
TRIO. But he is living proof that the support and encouragement of
knowledgeable and caring individuals can have a profound and positive
effect that will last a lifetime.

The program broadened his horizon, exposed him to
many opportunities, and gave him a chance to really take an internal
examination of himself.

Upward Bound’s proactive curriculum during both its Summer
Residential and Saturday programs; the countless college tours;
